
Article 44 – Town Meeting Quorum

Town By-Law § 47-13. Quorum
The presence of 10075 voters of the Town shall be required to constitute a 
quorum for the transaction of any business which calls for the appropriation 
of money at any Town Meeting.

Towns may prescribe by by-law the number of voters necessary to constitute a quorum at town 
meetings.
